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1. Approval of Minutes of the May 13, 2025 Transportation Technical Committee (TTC) Meeting. Mr.

Kammler requested a motion for approval of the May 13, 2025 minutes of the Transportation
Technical Committee. Mr. Osing motioned to approve the minutes. Ms. Kersten seconded, and the
motion carried. Actions taken at the meeting will require ratification at the next Technical Committee
meeting due to a lack of a quorum.

Status of Project Progress Report. Each jurisdiction was asked to refer to the e-mailed project progress
report and provide updates to Bi-State staff. Updated progress reports are posted following the
Technical Committee meetings at: https://bistateonline.org/transportation-and-mobility/quad-cities-
metro-planning/tip-and-funding-projects-guad-cities-mpo. A verbal update is given each quarter with
the August meeting being a verbal report. Ms. Bambas asked the committee members to please send in
their progress report updates.

Consideration of FFY2026-2029 Transportation Improvement Program. Ms. Bambas presented an
overview of the draft FFY2026-2029 TIP update. Her presentation included an overview of the
background and requirements of a TIP: the TIP process; TIP revisions criteria; TIP self certification
as discussed in Appendix C; and various funding summaries of the programming of projects by the
Technical and Policy Committees, including Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG),
Transportation Alternatives Program Set-Aside (TASA), Carbon Reduction Program (CRP), and
transit funding. Completed STBG and TASA projects from the last year were shown along with some
major FFY2026 upcoming projects. System indicators and performance items, such as Complete
Streets, High Injury Network (HIN), and Pavement Condition were highlighted along with various
mapping elements. Unmet Needs were discussed, as these projects are not fiscally constrained or have
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federal funding identified or awarded. Ms. Bambas then noted that public input can be considered
prior to the Policy Committee meeting (June 24). Draft annual elements had been posted to the
website, and the fully assembled document was shared with the Technical Committee. Mr.
Bockenstedt motioned to recommend to the Policy Committee approval of the annual element tables
as provided and the document as a whole with any recommendations for revisions. Mr. Osing
seconded the motion, and it carried.

Consideration of FFY25 FTA Supplemental Agreements Resolutions. Mr. Schmid discussed the
supplemental agreement resolutions with the committee. Resolutions were enclosed in the Committee
members’ packets. Mr. Schmid presented the suballocation amounts for FTA Sections 5307, 5310,
5337, and 5339 Quad Cities, lowa/lllinois allocations for FFY 2025, which were also included in the
FFY2026-2029 TIP document. The 5307 and 5339 formula-based sub-allocations by transit system
are reviewed by transit managers and are based on various pieces of data, including total population,
population density, and unlinked passenger trips. Section 5310 is allocated by population, while
MetroLINK received the total of 5337 funds as the operator of the Cannel Cat Water Taxi. Ms.
Kersten motioned to recommend the approval of the supplemental agreements to the Policy
Committee. The motion was seconded by Mr. Statz, and it carried.

Presentation on Thrive 2055: Quad Cities Long Range Transportation Plan — Nonmotorized
Transportation Chapter. Ms. Bambas highlighted the three fixed-route systems and their existing
routes, average monthly ridership, and unlinked trips. Ms. Bambas then discussed intercity passenger
transportation and passenger air travel for the Quad Cities International Airport. Input received to-
date and the future needs of the three fixed-route systems were highlighted. The last area covered was
the Annual Ridership Growth Trendline. There was discussion about making the projection intervals
consistent and evaluating other types of projections to provide different scenarios.

Public Comments. There were no public comments.

Other Business. Ms. McCullough mentioned the items below and also mentioned that Kewanee is
submitting a supplemental planning grant through SS4A, and Davenport was submitting an
implementation grant application. Mr. Osing mentioned to the group that the Rock Island City
Council approved a consultant for its Regional Port District Master Plan and will be working with
CPCS who recently completed the desktop data update for the Bi-State Regional Freight Plan.
